This dial f eatures a large VI se t with 11 diamonds.

The sunr ay finish creates delicate light reflec tions

on many dials in the Oyster P erpetual collec tion. It

is obtained using master ful brushing techniques

that create groo ves running outw ards from the

centre of the dial.

Light is diffused consistently along each

engraving, creating a char acteristic sub tle glo w

that mo ves depending on the position of the wrist.



Once the sunr ay finish has been comple ted, the

dial colour is applied using Physical V apour

Deposition or elec troplating. A light coat of v arnish

gives the dial its final look.

Gem-se tters, lik e sculp tors, finely car ve the

precious me tal to hand-shape the seat in which

each gemstone will be per fectly lodged. With the

art and cr aft of a je weller, the stone is placed and

meticulously aligned with the o thers, then firmly

secured in its gold or platinum se tting.

Besides the intrinsic quality of the stones, se veral

other criteria contribute to the beauty of R olex

gem-se tting: the precise alignment of the height of

the gems, their orientation and position, the

regularity , strength and propor tions of the se tting



as well as the intricate finishing of the me talwork.
