Originally ,

the fluting of the Oyster be zel had a func tional purpose: it

served to scre w the be zel onto the case helping to ensure

the w aterproofness of the w atch. It w as theref ore identical

to the fluting on the case back, which w as also scre wed

onto the case f or waterproofness, using specific R olex

tools. Ov er time, the fluting became an aesthe tic element,

a genuine R olex signature f eature. Today the fluted be zel

is a mark of distinc tion, alw ays in gold.
